
 

Children’s liturgy – Seventh Sunday of Easter 

Welcome: Today we hear about Jesus praying for his friends and for us. He wanted us to 

be one, to be united in love, as closely as Jesus and God the Father are united in love. 

So, let’s think about how we can be more like that. 

  

Opening prayer: God our Father, you sent your Son Jesus to show us how to love. Help 

us learn to work together in love, and to make the world a better place for everyone. Amen. 

  

Gospel: John 17:1-11 

After Jesus finished saying this, he looked up to heaven and said, “Father, the hour has 

come. Give glory to your Son, so that the Son may give glory to you. For you gave him 

authority over all humanity, so that he might give eternal life to all those you gave him. And 

eternal life means knowing you, the only true God, and knowing Jesus Christ, whom you 

sent. I have shown your glory on earth; I have finished the work you gave me to do. Father! 

Give me glory in your presence now, the same glory I had with you before the world was 

made. 

“I have made you known to those you gave me out of the world. They belonged to you, 

and you gave them to me. They have obeyed your word, and now they know that 

everything you gave me comes from you. I gave them the message that you gave me, and 

they received it; they know that it is true that I came from you, and they believe that you 

sent me. 

“I pray for them. I do not pray for the world but for those you gave me, for they belong to 

you. All I have is yours, and all you have is mine; and my glory is shown through them. 

And now I am coming to you; I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world. Holy 

Father! Keep them safe by the power of your name, the name you gave me, so that they 

may be one just as you and I are one.”  

Gospel reflection: What do you remember about this reading?  

Jesus was praying for his friends during his Last Supper with them, on the night before he 

died.  

Jesus prayed to his Father, that his friends “may be one just as you and I are one.” 

What do you think he meant? 



Jesus wanted his disciples to love one another, to be united with each other, to be together 

– just as closely as Jesus and God the Father are together. 

Jesus prayed for us too. He wants us to be united, together, loving one another. 

What sort of things might we do if we are united? 

We might spend time together. And be at peace with each other, listening to each other 

and helping each other. We would want what is best for the other person – loving one 

another as much as we love ourselves. 

What do you love to have, or to do?  Would you be able to help someone else enjoy the 

same? Perhaps you have a favourite book and could read it to your little brother or sister. 

Perhaps you enjoy making music and you could invite a friend or family member to join 

you in singing or playing an instrument.  

Do you have any other ideas? How else could we come together with others?

Activity 

Remember that Jesus prayed for all of us. On the illustration of Jesus praying, draw 

pictures or write names in the thought bubble of yourself and some of the other people 

Jesus was praying for. You could use your families and friends, as well as our brothers 

and sisters throughout the world.
